were driven out of their homes to wander in the neighbouring
deserts until Arafat appeared on the scene first as a guerilla
leader, and later as the sole leader of Palestine Liberation
Organisation (PLO). Many wars had been fought in the region
and Arabs lost almost all of them, resulting in steady expansion
of Israeli territories. Israelis, it seems, are also tired of wars and,
hence, they support Intifada, a Gandhian mantra with Arabic
name.

PRO-DEMOCRACY MOVEMENT
IN BURMA

In the movements of the late 1980s, there seemed to be a
commitment to non-violent methods of political struggle.
Unfortunately, these movements largely did not succeed to
achieve their goals. Nevertheless, in Burma, the movement led
by Aung San Suu Kyi became a model of peaceful resistance to
an authoritarian regime. Nobel Laureate Suu Kyi is the only
child of the murdered independence hero Aung San who
returned to Burma from abroad in 1988 to become the symbol
of opposition. Now under house arrest, she won the 1990 election
but the military refused to recognise it. She has suffered private
grief for public cause. Her husband, a British
professor and a cancer patient, was not allowed to
see her with their two children. To be true, few
women in the past had shown so much courage
to fight for democracy and fewer still suffered so
much as Suu Kyi who has become an icon of
peaceful resistance.

BETWEEN REVOLUTION AND MOVEMENT

Revolutions are like boulders hurled into ponds.
Ripples radiate for centuries. They are the events
that change things dramatically while movement
is a process that brings about changes in
people's life over a long period. For instance, the
French Revolution was an event and Sabtg
industrialisation was a process.
